Additionally, 

we will discuss the significant challenges that businesses face in meeting these new regulatory 

requirements and the impact of the CSRD on the agri-food sector, particularly focusing on how these 

changes will affect the operations and sustainability practices of different types of farms.  

This event offers an opportunity to gain valuable knowledge and foster meaningful dialogue on the 

future of sustainable agri-food sector in V4 countries.
